Notes from the Fall Leadership Conference by Cathy Hansen

If you are familiar with our Mission
Statement (which we all should be!)
then you know it says that we are
"an organization of women commit-
ted to promoting voluntarism, devel-
oping the potential of women, and
improving communities through the
effective action and leadership of
trained volunteers." Truthfully this
last part, "trained volunteers" al-
ways left me a bit confused.
Trained? That always seemed a bit
vague to me. Two weeks ago | re-
turned from a three-day Fall Lead-
ership Conference in Kansas City,
Missouri and it surpassed all my
expectations. | now have a keen
appreciation of the importance of
training and a much fuller under-
standing of its meaning. | left the
conference feeling energized, con-
nected and excited about the possi-
bilities that lie ahead for us.

The Association of Junior Leagues

International (AJLI) serves as our
"parent organization" and they con-
duct several national conferences
each year with the mission to train
their members in the ways of gov-
erning, strategic thinking, effective
board management, public speak-
ing, running engaging meetings,
navigating change, partaking in ef-
fective communication, just to name
a few topics. The goal of the train-
ing is not only to make us more ef-
fective members of the Junior
League, but also to enable us to
head out into the community and
use our skills in running other com-
munity programs and organizations.

The main message | left this confer-
ence with is that we must never
lose sight of the fact that we are
part of a powerful sisterhood of
Leagues spread out across the US,
Canada, Mexico and Britain. While

individual Leagues may stumble at
times, or have up and down years
in terms of moving the mission for-
ward, the Junior League as a whole
is very definitely moving forward
and improving communities all
across the country. It is easy to get
mired in our own challenges and
revel in our own successes, but we
should always remember that we
are part of something much larger.
When you sit in a ballroom filled
with 500 Junior League members
you know you're not alone!

The structure of the Kansas City
conference was divided between
workshops and AJLI business. | am
pleased to report that AJLI is hard
at work thinking strategically about
the future of the Junior League.
They have seen membership de-
cline across almost all Leagues
over the past 15 years and they are
not sitting still. They have proposed
a new Vision Statement, they have
produced new print and media ad-
vertising, they are revisiting policies
and procedures and trying to envi-
sion what the Junior League will
look like in the year 2028. They
want to change with the times so
that the JL remains a relevant and
vibrant service organization of
which we can all be proud to be a
member.
