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If you’re like me, the word “training”
does not conjure up images of an
exciting evening. But | am here to
tell you that | am a convert! The
Board and Chair Training session
held June 25" at the Scarsdale
Women'’s Club, led by Anne Dalton
from AJLI, was anything but boring
and yielded much valuable advice.
In attendance were the six Junior
Leagues of Westchester.

Anne started the session by ex-
plaining that training has been the
focus of the Junior League from its
inception. For founder Mary Harri-
man, who was living in the upper
strata of New York City’s well-to-do,
it was unacceptable for a woman of
her class to go out and get a job or
to leave the house unaccompanied.
She wanted to do more, however,
and realized that volunteering would
be a socially acceptable way to get
involved with the community around
her. But she and her friends real-
ized that they needed more infor-
mation about the issues that were
facing the women they wanted to
help. In short, they would need
training before they could go out
into the community and help. As
the League has changed and
evolved, training remains a focus of
the organization. The League’s
mission is to train women how to
run programs, understand finances,
recruit volunteers, lead meetings,
serve on a boards, etc. so that we
can then go out and obtain leader-

ship roles in our communities. In
our own JLWOH, we have many
examples of women who have done
just this: Christine Plazas is Devel-
opment Officer at Lyndhurst, Lind-
say Farrell is the President and
CEO at the Ossining Open Door
Medical Center, Alica Ward is now
working as Volunteer Coordinator at
the OOD... the list goes on. We
must always remain mindful of our
own mission statement: “The
JLWONH is an organization of
women committed to promoting vol-
unteerism, developing the potential
of women, and improving communi-
ties through the effective action and
leadership of trained volunteers.”

On-the-job training is available all
around the JLWOH. Members have
learned how to organize and imple-
ment Done-in-a-Day projects, run
meetings, recruit volunteers, pre-
pare financial statements, learn how
to write and edit a newsletter, run
the Holiday Boutique, serve on a
Board, write minutes, learn parlia-
mentary procedure, etc. Work that
might at times seem painstaking is
actually providing us with experi-
ence that is valuable to our commu-
nity. The key is to keep an open
mind to every experience that
comes our way and to learn from it.
Even if an event or project goes
badly, there is much to be learned
from that experience! Nothing is
wasted if we are always asking
“how could | have done that better?”

or “what would have made that
meeting better for our members?”
But we cannot wait for someone
else to hand us a good experience.
We must all seek out experiences
from which to learn and push our-
selves to move out of our comfort
zones. When | agreed to serve as
Assistant Treasurer three years ago
that was definitely outside of my
comfort zone. | was not a financial
person but knew that the experi-
ence would provide me with valu-
able skills in the long run. Now |
have a much greater comfort level
when looking at financial state-
ments and evaluating the numbers.

While on-the-job training at the
JLWOH is valuable, it is not the end
of the story. There are training ses-
sions that AJLI hosts throughout the
year and that can be made avail-
able to our members as interest
dictates. Again, the motivation to
want to learn must come from
within.  Our experience in the Jun-
ior League will be directly propor-
tional to how much we choose to
put into it. So let’'s make this a year
where we all say “yes” to at least
one new experience, talk to some-
one new, think creatively when
faced with a perplexing situation. If
we can do this, | think we will all
benefit individually and the JLWOH
will certainly benefit as a whole.

Ol Welcome back! As we get under way with all of our exciting fall activities many of you will be making pur-
chases for your Junior League committee. If your purchase is eligible for reimbursement, please keep in
ﬁ mind the guidelines outlined below. These guidelines apply to requests from Active, Advisory and Sustain-
ing members.

X The Junior League is a not-for-profit organization and cannot reimburse you for sales tax . You may obtain a
copy of our tax exempt form in the Treasurer's mailbox at the house. The tax exempt form should be given to
the retailer at the time of purchase so you are not charged sales tax.

x Please complete a reimbursement form and include your receipts with the form. A copy of the reimbursement
form can be downloaded from the JLWOH website (www.jlwoh.org) in the member section. Copies can also be
obtained at the house in the Treasurer's mailbox.

x When completing the reimbursement form please be specific when indicating which committee/project the ex-
penses should be charged to. If there are multiple committees or projects to be charged please indicate the ex-
act amount that should be charged each.

X You must have your committee chair sign-off on your reimbursement request.

X When complete, please leave your form and receipts in the treasurer’s mailbox at the house or mail to the
JLWOH to the attention of the Asst. Treasurer. Your reimbursement will be processed in a timely fashion.

x If you need a check from the JLWOH ahead of time for a vendor or retailer please try to give us as much notice
as possible (at least one to two weeks). As we are all volunteers, neither the treasurer nor the assistant treas-
urer is at the house every day so it is unlikely a check can be processed on the same day the request is made.
